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Bushu Matsuyama Castle was built in the early Muromachi Period and is one of the
most famous flatland mountain castles in the north Musashi area, which is located at
the east end of the Hiki Hills. Though the Uesugi family, Takeda family, and Hojo
family waged a fierce battle there in the Sengoku era, the castle was deserted in 1601.
The remains of the castle enclosures and dry moats can still be seen today.
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The artificial lake was used for
paddy cultivation since the Edo
Period. The promenade around the
lake commands fine seasonally
changing views.
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It is familiar and known from the Yoshimi
Kannon, and many pilgrims visit what is now
known as the 11th Bando sacred point. Built
about 1200 years ago, there are many
cultural properties on the temple grounds.
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The wooded area exp-
ands south of Wana-numa
Swamp and is maintained
by the Enjoy Yoshimi
Nature Club as a nature
conservation area.
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The facility was established to provide opportunities for the elderly to enhance their
health and interact with each other. It has a functional recovery training room, bathing
facilities, and a park golf course.

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The garbage-disposal facility for burnable and bulk
garbage serves one town and two cities, Yoshimi
Town, Kounosu City, and Kitamoto City. The Saitama
Chubu Environmental Preservation Association
manages and operates the facility.
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It was built on the right bank of the
Ara-kawa River for the first time as
the fifth prefectural water treatment
plant. The treatment plant takes the

water from both the Ara-kawa and
the Tone-gawa river systems and
supplies water to Yoshimi Town and
the neighboring cities and towns.
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Ichigonosato Yoshimi sells products using the town’s
specialty, strawberries, and the strawberry picking
experience is available in season. In addition to the
adjoining produce stand, there are places for
communication such as illuminated Round Plaza, Fir Tree
Hill, and Shotengai.
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Fresa Yoshimi is a town hall with three large and small halls and five Japanese-style
conference rooms that many people come and use. Fresa is the Spanish word for
“strawberry,” the town’ s specialty.
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Fire engines and ambulances are
available to battle fires, prevent fires,
render first aid, and rescue victims

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The Assembly reflects the opinions of the townspeople in the town development. The
Assembly consists of fourteen members and holds regular conferences quarterly and special
conferences as the need arises. The Assembly members deliberate the bills that determine
the future of the town, such as the budget, ordinances, and challenges to town development.

While decentralization reform is promoted, it fulfills its full function as a local Assembly and
plays the role of connecting the townspeople with the government.
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
